WELCOME TO THE AIR SUMMER PROGRAM

The AIR Program welcomes you to the 17th year of our project that serves our Southern California
region. Our program is founded on the ideals of academic success for our Native American par-
ticipants through a philosophy of learning and teaching through culture. There are four main com-
ponents to our program, which we use to service our participants.

Part 1: Academic workshops; that help our students understand processes of higher education.
They include: working with teachers and professors, study skills, what degrees are, applications,
and much more.

Part 2: Topical Research Assignment; Here we research American Indian issues through assis-
tance from our mentor staff. . The ideal is to give research methodology on an academic level that
will benefit the student in their current and future academic settings. Additionally, our topic is
geared to induce interest in our Native American cultures and promote greater identity among our
student participants.

Part 3: Academic Support; where we offer tutoring and address other academic needs of the stu-
dents.

Part 4: Familiarity with higher education; Here we attempt to acclimate the students to the
higher educational setting. The ideal is to give familiarity with the campuses and overcome the
initial fears of the university environment.

These are the main components that we attempt to use in promoting academics and higher educa-
tion (but our program is not limited to these areas). Friendships and enjoying ourselves in a nurtur-
ing environment is also part of our goal. Overall, many of our students have gone on to pursue
higher education and we hope that this summer you enjoy the program as those in the past have.

Culture Based Projects:

Cultural identity is imperative to educational attainment. In our program, we intend to explore native ideas to help promote our
students’ understanding of their cultural identity. AIR students will do activities and research on 3 different themes and explore
how each theme relates to American Indian culture.

Science: Where our water comes from and how water contamination affects native communities in Southern California. Stars and
calendar and how Native culture used them.

Environment: Land and sea animals and their importance to Native communi-
ties

Conservation: How nature is protected today and why land has so much im-
portance to Native communities.

(Visit to Torrey Pines will connect to our study on American Indian tribes’
historic use of land in Southern California and the resources provided by the
